Towards a better regulation

Paris (France)

For over a decade the OECD has been trying to increase business competitivity by reducing the burden they undergo from regulation. With the launch of the Lisbon strategy in March 2000, the European Union's institutions recognised that high quality legislation requires efficiency and credibility, and is a sign of good governance.

According to experts, the administrative burden on European companies amounts to some 3% to 4% of GDP, and impacts especially on small companies. The European Commission is strongly encouraging EU member states to set targets for reducing administrative burdens (by 25% by 2010). 

Several recent French initiatives have been launched in the field of Better Regulation: the simplification laws, reports on developing regulatory quality (Mandelkern report 2001, Lasserre report 2004), the 2006 Conseil d’Etat report on legal complexity and security.  It is time to take stock and look ahead.

In this area, as in others, the choice of method has a direct impact on the quality of the outcome:  reducing the flow of new legislation, streamlining the stock of norms or measuring the impacts of new texts, implementing simplification, all these can be achieved in more than one way, with different levels of success.  

We believe the French administration is likely to benefit from the lessons learned by other countries from dealing with similar issues.  For this reason, the theme of the 6th International Meeting on Public Management – which aims to share international good practice - is “Mieux légiférer, améliorer la qualité réglementaire “ (“Towards Better Regulation ”).

Simplifying on the basis of administrative burden measurement

For new legislation, it's a question of predicting impacts and effects and regulating only when necessary. For existing legislation, simplification must be based on a sound review of regulations and lead to the suppression of unnecessary burdens. 

This process is supported, in OECD countries, by two key methodologies: the Standard Cost Model (SCM) for ex-post measurement and regulatory impact assessment (RIA) for ex-ante scrutiny of new regulation.  We will compare approaches and share success stories.
